JUDICIAL NOTICE: SECURITY AGREEMENT GES-060274-DLR-RCVR

Gregory Earl Setser, alleged Defendant in the above captioned cause requests this
court take judicial notice of the attached hereto and incorporated herein Notice By
Written Communication / Security Agreement (NBWC/SA) GES-060274-DLR-RCVR
between Gregory Earl Setser (Secured Party) and Dennis L. Roossien, individually and as
Receiver in the above captioned case, and agent of this court, the United States Securities
and Exchange Commission (SEC), and the United States of America / United States

(Debtor), whereby said NBWC/SA became a Security Agreement pursuant to the terms

of NBWC/SA on August 12, 2006, binding Debtor to Secured Party in the sum certain
amount of Four Billion ($4,000,000,000) Dollars and an accruing daily amount of One
Million ($1,000,000) Dollars per day until paid as compensation for Dennis L.
Roossien’s non-éompliance with the consensual obligations of NBWC/SA GES-060274-
DLR-RCVR.

Further, by this court’s taking judicial notice of the NBWC/SA and Demand
Letter of same date attached thereto/hereto, this court now has actual notice of its

Receiver in case number 3:03-CV-02781-P, Dennis L. Roossien’s admission that Dennis
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L. Roosie, individually and as agent of this court et al, was wanting lawful and legal
authority at the time Dennis L. Roossien entered and seized the real and personal
property of Gregory Earl Setser on November 18, 2003.

In order to avoid conclusion of misprision of felony and accessory after the fact,
this court should determine whether to refer Dennis L. Roossien to the Attorney General
of the United States or Federal Bureau of Investigation for investigation of violations of
federal criminal law, i.e., violation of the Constitutional and civil rights of Gregory Earl
Setser.

Dear Mr. Roossien:

On November 17, 2003, you were appointed “Receiver” in civil case number 3:03-CV-
02781, United States District Court for the Northern District of Texas, Dallas Division (USDC
NDT) by federal judge Jorge A. Solis, and in which myself Gregory Earl Setser and my wife
Cynthia Faye Setser and my company IPIC, International, Inc. (IPIC) were named as
“defendants”.

On November 18, 2003, at approximately 7:00AM (PST), you entered our home located
at 6872 Landriano Place, Alta Loma, California 91701 and my offices, IPIC International, Inc.,
3633 Inland Empire Blvd., 8™ Floor, Ontario, California 91764. You and persons known and
unknown did enter without my, our or any persons consent and over my objections and did seize
the premises and remove personal property therefrom.

NOTICE OF VALUATION OF RIGHTS

I hereby give you actual NOTICE OF VALUATION OF MY RIGHTS, FREEDOMS
AND IMMUNITIES; that I value my rights, freedoms and immunities in the amount of FOUR
BILLION ($4,000,000,000) DOLLARS and for each and every day of continued deprivation
thereof an additional and no less than amount of ONE MILLION ($1,000,000) DOLLARS per
day; NOTICE TO AGENT IS NOTICE TO PRINCIPAL / NOTICE TO PRINCIPAL IS
NOTICE TO AGENT, as set forth in the Notice By Written Communication/Security Agreement
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(NBWC/SA) GES-060274-DLR-RCVR of same date attached hereto and incorporated herein as
if fully set forth seriatim. «

You may avoid the financial obligation of said NBWC/SA by producing the authority
demanded and complying with the additional terms as set forth and thus limit damages to those
determined by law to be in order.

Your failure to produce lawful authority and evidence in support thereof within seventy-
two (72) hours after you or your office’s receipt of this letter, is your consent and agreement to
accepting as pre-determined damages for violations of my rights, freedoms and immunities, the
full amounts as set forth, supra, in my valuation of rights, etc., and you agree to waive all
defenses and objections to any civil suit, tort claim and filing of UCC-1 Financing Statements.

DEMAND FOR AUTHORITY

I hereby demand that you produce the lawful authority upon which you relied to enter
my, our, private residence and offices and remove personal property therefrom;

And if you claim to rely upon the order Appointing Temporary Receiver (OATR) dated
November 17, 2003, case number 3:03-CV-02781 as your authority, I hereby demand that within
72 hours of you or our office’s receipt of this demand letter that you produce the following:

A. Evidence that as Receiver you complied with the provisions of 28 U.S.C. § 754

by:

(1) timely posting a bond prior to 7:00AM on November 18, 2003; and

(2) filing a copy of Complaint and OATR in the district court wherein my/our
home and offices were located, i.e., the Eastern Division, Central District of
California; and

(3) effecting said filings referenced in (2) supra, prior to your entry into the
premises and removal of property therefrom; and

(4) entering without breaching the peace, i.e., you obtained my/our or any
person’s consent prior to entry and that I made no objection to your entry; and

B. Evidence that Gregory Earl Setser, Cynthia Faye Setser and IPIC International,

Inc.:
(1) were properly served with process issuing from the USDC NDT, Dallas

Division and that said court enjoyed jurisdiction and possession of the
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premises, real and personal property and our Persons prior to your entry
therein and seizure thereof; and

(2) were sufficiently possessed of nexus to the Securities and Exchange
Commission (Commission) to allow the Commission to avoid the due process
provisions of law requiring notice and opportunity to defend prior to search
and seizure of real and personal property.

for said unlawful and illegal acts, individually and as agent for Munsch, Hardt, Kopf and Harr-
Dallas, Jorge A. Solis, the United States District Court for the Northern District of Texas, Dallas
Division, the Securities and Exchange Commission and the United States; and as liquidated
monetary damages for said unlawful and illegal acts, Dennis L. Roossien individually and as
agent for the aforesaid persons, agrees to, accepts, executes the NBWC/SA and agrees to pay, the

amount of dollars as set forth in “Notice of Violation of Rights” supra and restated in the Notice
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by Written Communication / Security Agreement” GES-6274-DLR-RCVR, of same date,
attached hereto and incorporated herein and upon the terms set forth therein and waives all
objections to the filing of UCC-1 Financing Statements related thereto.
NOTICE TO THE AGENT IS NOTICE TO THE PRINCIPAL; NOTICE TO THE PRINCIPAL IS
NOTICE TOTHE AGENT.
